APERTURE
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APERTURE/DEPTH OF FIELD- Depending on the size of the opening of your aperture, your camera will focus different fields or areas in your photograph. This is called depth of field. REMEMBER THiS ALSO AFFECTS THE AMOUNT OF LIGHT LET IN And HOW MUCH INFORMATION burns ONto YOUR “SENSOR”.

DEPTH OF FIELD-HOW DEEP THE FOCUS GOES BACK IN YOUR PICTURE.

The focal length or distance at which objects are in focus, depending on the size of your aperture.

There are varying depths of field

· SHALLOW-    Large aperture-------f stop------    2, 4, 6, 8, 
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· MEDIUM depth of field-------medium aperture size----f-stop----11, 16
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· INFINITE-----smallest aperture----all in forcus----fstop ----22 and above
